First I think we should make a priority list of thi ngs we 
would like to accomplish in the New Year. In my 
opinion, priority one should be to have fun. If it is not 
fun, folks just simply will not participate.

We should have a club that people want to come 
to and participate instead of doing other activities. In all 
our activities, fun is the most important component. 

Second priority is membership growth. If we are to be 
the premier fishing group in the Commonwealth and 
the Kentuckiana area we must have a pleasant image 
and first rate communication. Often the first impression 
one has of our club is our website and/or newsletter. 
They are the backbone of membership growth. We have 
to keep both fresh, colorful, attractive, accurate, and 
up-to-date.  

Priority three should be our meetings, fishing trips, and 
outings. Meeting topics have to be interesting, 
entertaining, and informative.  Trips and outings have 
to be scheduled, planned well, and opportunities to 
learn, teach, and fellowship.  

The 4th priority should be training and teaching. Fly 
tying, casting, on-the-water training, rod building, and 
other opportunities to teach and learn should be 
abundant.  

Priority five should be the politics. Catch and release on 
the Cumberland, meeting with the commissioners, and 
other controversial issues should come only after we 
have a good grip on the first four priorities. If we have a 
large membership and great relationships with the 
public and other organizations, then other agendas will 
be easier to be brought to reality.
